Emergency Shelters

Yellow Brick House has two emergency
shelters to provide women and children
who have left abusive and violent

situations with a safe and secure home.

We offer 41 beds and 10 cribs.

Women and children living in the shelters
receive a variety of individualized
services to assist them in making the
transition back to the community.
