But one night, | found the strength to leave,
gathering my children, Emily and Daniel, and called Yellow Brick
House's crisis and support line. The voice on the other line was
supportive and reassured me that | called the right place, and with their
help, we put an emergency plan together, so that we could escape.

It was the holiday season, which was supposed to be filled with joy

and laughter, but | was worried about finances, finding housing,

and relocating my children. Despite the harsh circumstances, | was
determined to make the holidays special for my children. | knew | couldn’t
afford lavish presents or extravagant decorations, but | was determined to
fill our little room with warmth, love, and a sense of normalcy.

Yellow Brick House put my mind at ease, providing clothing, toys, and
resources for housing. Emily, my little angel, had been affected most by
the horrors she had witnessed, but | was determined to give her back the
childhood she deserved. Yellow Brick House provided us with counselling
which helped us to understand that the abuse we endured was not our
fault.

The shelter organized a small holiday party, where families like ours came
together to find solace in each other’s stories and share an evening of
joy. Volunteers brought food, gifts, and their unwavering support. It felt
so good at that moment to hear the children laughing and to be able to
spend time with Emily and Daniel without worrying about an explosive
episode from our abuser.
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In the morning we woke to presents under the tree, which was something

children who understood our pain and
shared our dreams for a brighter future,
